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How long will the program take?


On average the program can take 2 ½ - 3 years; but it may vary depending on summer classes and course load taken.


How many hours is the program?


The total program is 48 hours.


When are the classes scheduled?


Classes are offered online, on campus, and as web-hybrid courses. Classes that meet on campus are scheduled in evenings.


What are COUN 687 and COUN 697?


In addition to coursework, students are required to complete 100 hours of practicum work and a 600-hour internship with a certified school counselor.

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Requirements for Admission to the M.Ed. in School Counseling


    In addition to the general requirements for admission to Graduate School, applicants for admission to the Master of Education in School Counseling program must meet the following requirements:


 1. A minimum of 18 semester hours (graduate or undergraduate) in professional education or behavioral studies (psychology, sociology, criminal justice, social work). OR


2. An undergraduate degree in Education.


3. An acceptable GRE score, which is determined by the following formula:  Undergraduate GPA X 150 + GRE (verbal+ quantitative) score must equal a minimum of 1200.
