For purposes of this instrument, we are defining higher order thinking as thought beyond the level of factual recall; i.e., comprehension, application, analysis, synthesis, evaluation, using Bloom’s taxonomy. At least one of your higher order thinking outcomes must be tied to the pre- and post-assessment.

Your pre and post assessments are driven by 2 higher level learning outcomes from your unit of study.

Specific Instructions for the Assessment Plan 
Follow these designated requirements when creating pre- and post-assessments:

1. No more than 2 outcomes included for pre and post assessment. These need to reflect higher order thinking.
2. Candidates must have at least 10 questions aligned with the rigor of the standard and 1-2 outcomes to be covered.

3. Assessment formatting should be the same for both the pre- and post- assessments. Total points must divisible by 10. (i.e. multiple choice, short answer, matching, essay, etc.)

4. Pre-test must be given at least one week in advance of the unit being taught.

5. Post-test must be given last day of unit teaching.

6. A follow-up lesson will be taught immediately after (within one week) of your unit plan being completed in order to re-teach (Response to Intervention) the students who have not yet mastered the content as determined by post-assessment data.
